Introduction

- Please read this user’'s manual carefully prior to installation and follow its instructions and
recommendations.

« The installation of the pendant light requires more than one person.

- This is a general guide. The shape and size of the ceiling canopy in the pictures of the
assembly process may not correspond to the actual shape and size of the canopy you
have purchased, however, the installation principle remains the same.

- For safety reasons, as well as for warranty purposes, it is forbidden to use this product in
breach of this manual and other purposes stipulated in this manual.

- Prior to assembly, use an appropriate circuit breaker to turn off electricity.

« All interventions regarding the wiring of the light fixture may only be carried out by a
qualified electrician.

» The producer bears no liability for damage caused by improper installation.

» The intensity and color shade of plated glass may vary slightly from product to product.
Small dots in the plating, especially visible after the light is on, are not a defect of the
product.

« The surface of the mounting may also include minor imperfections due to manual
production.

« The pendant light is intended for interior lighting.

« The producer reserves the right to make minor changes to the construction of the light
fixture without prior notice.

Before you begin, see the Fixing plan (p. 10) and Examples of recommended fixing (p. 11).
Don‘t screw the glass onto the mountings until the canopy installation is complete (step 8).
For easier handling, disconnect the canopy from the anchor plate using a snap-hook.
When reconnecting, make sure that there are red marks on the anchor plate

and the canopy overlapped.

Thread the anchor plate on the supply conductor from the ceiling and fasten

it appropriately according to the safety and local standards in accordance with the
weight of the light fixture and the ceiling material (threaded rod, wall plugs and screws,
others - these are not part of the package).

If you are to shorten the individual cables, follow the picture below.

Measure the specific cable length from the table on the previous page from the end

of the mounting of the corresponding number and thread a clamping insert on the cable
in this place. Measure another 55 cm from the clamp and cut the cable at this point.

If you do not want to shorten the cable, in step 5 twist the excess cable length inside
the canopy into a ball and secure with tape to prevent unwinding.

Insulate the end of the cable and prepare it as shown.
Cable (+) and wire plait (-) will serve as wires for electrical installation.

Thread the ends of the cable through the grommets in the canopy (picture A).
Numerical designation of the cable must match the grommet number (sticker inside
the canopy). Slide the clamping insert into the grommet (picture B) and drive the screw
into so that it does not point into the groove in the clamping insert (picture C). After
that, thread the plastic lock (picture D) on the cable.

Eventually, pull the cable sensitively and make sure it is firmly fixed in the grommet.

Perform the wiring according to the diagram. The image is for illustrative purposes only
and may not match the configuration you purchased. The principle of installation

is the same for all canopy sizes and shapes.

Connect the cable ends (+) and (-) to the prepared terminals.




Lift the canopy onto the anchor plate and slide it so that the screws on the inside
of the canopy slide into the cut-out in the bearing feet of the anchor plate.
Make sure that the red marks on the anchor plate and the canopy overlap.

Screw in the locking screw completely.

If the screw cannot be screwed in
completely, it means the canopy is wrong
mounted on the anchor plate.

Insert the bulb into the socket (picture A).
Screw the glass part onto the mounting
(picture B).

Clean the light fixture from all fingerprints.

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Congratulations! You may now reconnect the power and turn the light on.

When dismantling, first turn off the light and disconnect from the power supply.
Then follow the above steps in reverse order. Use the original or similar packaging
for possible later transport of the light fixture to prevent damage.
