2. Find approriate threaded holes on mounting bar (1), and assemble mounting screws (3) into threaded holes with Hex nuts (4).

3. Attach Mounting bar (1) to outlet Box with outlet Box Mounting screws (2).

Note: this Fixture is wired using 2 conductor lamp cord. The insulation between the two conductor one of the lamp cord can be
split down the center for better access to the two conductor. the common wire of the lamp cord is identified as the conductor with
ribs embossed in the rubber wire insulation.

4. Connect fixture ground wire to the outlet box ground wire with wire connector supplied; connect the common wire of the lamp cord to
     the power supply white wire with wire connector supplied; connect supply wire of the lamp cord to the power supply black wire with wire
     connector supplied.

5. Push fixture to ceiling carefully passing mounting screws (3) through holes in Canopy (8) then verify all wires are securely inside Canopy (8).
    Finally, secure fixture to ceiling with cylinder nuts (9).  

1. Put one set of Flat washer (11) and Rubber washer (12) onto top of Acrylic Diffuser (13), make sure the holes are line, then raise

    Acrylic Diffuser (13) with another set of Rubber washer (14) and Flat washer (15) over end of center stem (10).After that secure

    Acrylic Diffuser (13) to Bottom of Fixture (9) with Finial (16). (DO NOT over tighten.)
