A constant voltage LED driver is required to 
operate the luminaire. The LED driver varies, 
depending on input voltage and dimming 
requirements. 

It is recommended that three people install 
the Pipeline Chandelier; two installers 
to gently support the luminaire while the 
third makes the electrical and mechanical 
connections to the ceiling.

Connect the wiring 
harness  to input power.

For ease of installation, the 
primary circuit on the LED 
drivers are pre-wired to a 
wiring harness. The installer 
must only make a single 
connection to input power.

The electrical cords that supply 
24VDC to the luminaire are 
pre-wired to the secondary 
circuit on the LED driver.
