IRIS SLIDER POSITION

The Iris Pendant is characterized by its machined aluminum slider.

This component allows the customer to change the fixture's aesthetic by just
sliding it on the suspension webbing.

Note that the slider position will affect the total drop height of Iris.

Moving the slider from the highest position to the lowest
position, while suspended at 300cm / 118" will reduce the total
drop height by about 20cm / 7.9".
