For trimless option, the mounting hardware is concealed underneath

drywall, creating a subtle connection to the junction box.

Due to the need for drying time, the installation requires several days to

complete. Using a drywall professional is recommended.

STEP 2

Set the position of
mounting plate B.

Use the M4x35 screws with
hex nuts to create a depth-
stop for Plate B.

Adjust the hex nuts until plate
B sits level and flush with the

drywall surface.

Drywall thickness affects the
final spacing between plate
A and Plate B.

STEP 3

Attach mounting plate B to

mounting plate A.

Orient the arrow on mounting

plate B opposite to the position of

the arrow on mounting plate A.

Use the remaining 4x(M4x35)

machine screws to attach plate B.
