Install the Fixture
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P Screw the lamp into the socket. Refer to the label on the lamp socket for Max Wattage Information.

B» nstall the shade and diffuser:
A) Insert the socket assembly into the diffuser at an angle.
B) Straighten the socket assémbly so the diffuser rests@venly on the bracket.

Place the cover over the glass.” .
D) Thread the collar nut ontd the nip

E) Slide the shade and strain relief in%eblace above the collar nut and secure with the set screw.
BD 'f necessary, screw the short end of the threaded nipple tightly onto the mounting plate.
D Secure the mounting plate to the junction box.
B If necessary, loosen the set screw on the strain relief and feed the fixture cord though it, followed by the canopy.
I Feed the fixture cord through the threaded nipple and secondary strain relief to the desired length.

E» Trim the cord leaving enough for electrical connections. From the end of the cord, strip the insulation 4” and then strip
the end of the wires. NOTE: Make sure not to damage the inner wires.

EP Connect the fixture to a suitable ground in accordance with local electrical codes.
B Connect the white fixture wire (square and/or rigid) to the neutral power line wire with a wire nut.
m Connect the black fixture wire (round and/or smooth) to the hot power line wire with a wire nut.

P Neatly place all the wires into the junction box, place the canopy onto the ceiling, and secure it in place by screwing the
collar nut tightly onto the threaded nipple.

B Install the strain relief to the threaded nipple and secure it in place by tightening the strain relief screw.
