120V dimmable with most LED compatible ELV and 
TRIAC dimmers.

This instruction shows a typical installation.

SAVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS!
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Install the Fixture
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1 Install the fixture base to the electrical box with the two provided #8-32 screws.

Connect the fixture to a suitable ground in accordance with local electrical codes.

Connect the white input driver wire to the neutral power line wire with a wire nut.

Connect the black input driver wire to the hot power line wire with a wire nut.

If using 0-10V dimming, connect the purple and pink/grey wires to a compatible dimmer. If not using 0-10V dimming, 
cap off the purple and gray wires.

Properly place the wires and wire nut connections into the junction box, align the holes on the LED board to 
mounting studs on the fixture base and slide it into place, finally secure the LED board into place by screwing the 
two thumb nuts onto the mounting studs.

Install the diffuser onto the fixture base and secure it place by tightening the four set screws using the provided 
Allen wrench.
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
