1. Remove the hanger ball portion from the 
downrod/ hanger ball assembly by loosening 
the set screw in the hanger ball until the ball falls 
freely down the downrod. Remove the pin from 
the downrod, then remove the hanger ball. Retain 
the pin and hanger ball for reinstallation (Fig 4).

2. Remove the hairpin clip and clevis pin from the 
bottom of the downrod. Retain the pin and clip for 
reinstallation (Fig. 5). 

3. Loosen the two set screws in the downrod 
support of the motor assembly. Route the blue/
white, red, gray, yellow wires and safety cable 
through the downrod (Fig. 6).

4. Thread downrod into the collar on top of the motor. 
Install the clevis pin by aligning the holes in the 
downrod support with holes in the downrod. Secure 
clevis pin with hairpin clip. Tighten the two set 
screws with nuts in the downrod support. (Fig. 7)

5. Slip the coupling cover, canopy screw cover 
(painted side face down), and canopy (opened 
side up) onto the downrod. Coupling cover goes 
all the way to the bottom. (Fig. 8)

3. Connect the red wire from the wall control to the black wire from the wall outlet box that feeds up to the fan.

4. Connect the white wire from the wall control to the white (neutral) wire from the wall outlet box. 

5. Carefully tuck the wire connections inside the outlet box. Secure the wall control with the two (2) wall control screws provided. 

6. Attach the wall mounting plate over the wall switch and secure with the two (2) wall mounting plate screws provided.

7. Fasten the wall plate to the wall mounting plate.

A remote or wall control has the ability to control 
an unlimited number of fans with the only limitation being the 
Bluetooth® range of the control and fans you want to have on 
the same controller. Power down the target fans circuit for 30 
seconds and then turn it back on. Hold the fan and light button 
for 10-15 seconds until you hear an audible beep from each fan.

2. Check line wire connections to fan and switch wire connections in the switch housings.

1. Allow for 24-hour break-in period.  Most noises associated with a new fan will go away during this time period.   
2. Check to make sure the screws which attached to the blades (and blade arms when applicable) are tight. 
3. Check to make sure all screws in motor housing are snug.

5. Tighten the hanger bracket screws and make sure the outlet box is secured.
6. Your wire connectors may be rattling against the fan’s canopy.
7. Make sure you have a cUL/UL approved outlet box and it is installed correctly.

My Fan is Wobbling
1. Tighten the setscrews in the downrod.
2. Make sure your hanger ball assembly is locked into place in the hanger bracket.
3. Tighten the hanger bracket screws to the outlet box.
4. Make sure the fan blades are properly aligned and securely fastened to the motor housing assembly/blade arms.
5. Make sure the gaps between the blades are evenly distributed.
