To reduce the risk of electric shock, ensure electricity has been turned off at
the circuit breaker before beginning.

All wiring must be in accordance with the National Electrical Code “ANSI/
NFPA 70" and local electrical codes. Electrical installation should be
performed by a licensed electrician.

The fan must be mounted with a minimum of 7 ft. (2.1m)

clearance from the trailing edge of the fan blades to the floor

and a minimum of 1.5 ft (0.5m) from the edge of the fan blades to the
surrounding walls.

Never place objects in the path of the fan blades.

To avoid personal injury or damage to the fan and
other items, please be cautious when working around
or cleaning the fan.

To avoid electrical shock or damage to the motor or finish, do not use water
or chemicals when cleaning the fan or fan blades. A dry cloth or lightly
dampened cloth will be suitable for most cleaning.

After making electrical connections, spliced conductors should be turned
upward and pushed carefully up into the outlet box. The wires should be
spread apart with the grounded conductor and the equipment-grounding
conductor on one side of the outlet box, and the ungrounded conductor on
the other side of the outlet box.

All set screws must be checked and re-tightened where necessary before
installation.

NOTE: The trim ring does not come attached to the motor housing.

1. Attach the trim ring to the motor housing/body before you
begin to attach the fan blades. You will twist the trim ring

onto the canopy on a subsequent step.

1. Remove one of the three mounting plate screws from the

mounting ring and loosen the other two screws (do not remove).

2. Install the pull chain assembly by connecting the molex con-
nector, twisting in the assembly in a key lock position, and then

tightening the screws.

1. Remove 1 opposing screw and loosen the other 2 for the
mounting bracket.

2. Pass supply wires through mounting bracket.

3. Lift motor assembly and hang it on the hook on the
mounting bracket using one of the screw holes.

4. Secure the safety cable to the building structure using a

wood screw (C).

NOTE: Safety cable is required for all ceiling fan installations in
Canada. Safety cable is required for ceiling fan and light (com-
bo) installations over 35 Ibs. in both flush and downrod models

1. Secure wire connectors with supplied wire ties. Double-check

the wire connections before finalizing hanging the fan.

2. Remove the motor from the hook on the mounting bracket. Slide
the motor up to the mounting bracket and place the key hole on
the motor over the screw on the mounting bracket. Turn motor

until it locks in place at the narrow section of the key holes.

3. Align the circular hole on canopy with the remaining hole on the
mounting bracket. Secure by tightening the two screws previously
loosened and the one screw previously removed.

4. Raise up trim ring and line up with the grooves on the

1. Turn off circuit breakers and wall switch.

2. Connect the ground conductor of the 120v supply to the green
groundlead(s) of the fan. Connect the white (neutral) wire from the
ceiling to the white wire (light) from fan. Connect the black (hot)
wire from the ceiling to the black wire (fan motor) and blue wire
(light) from the fan.

3. Secure the wire nuts by wrapping the connections with
electrical tape.

NOTE: Pull-chain light must be on to operate the light on a
separate switch per Diagram B.

NOTE: Fan will recall last speed setting if switched Off.

PULL CHAIN OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

1 pull - High, 2 pulls - Medium, 3 pulls - Low, 4 pulls -Off.
NOTE: Speed settings for warm or cool weather depend on
factors such as the room size, ceiling height, and number of
fans. To turn the light kit on or off, pull the chain that is
attached to the light kit @.

My Fan Will Not Start

1. Check main and branch circuit fuses or circuit breakers.
2. Check line wire connections to fan and switch wire connections in the switch housings.
WARNING: Make sure the main power is turned off!

My Fan is Noisy

Allow for 24-hour break-in period. Most noises associated with a new fan will go away during this time period.
Check to make sure the screws which attached to the blades (and blade arms when applicable) are tight.
Check to make sure all screws in motor housing are snug.

Make sure light cover is tightened and/or glass is snug.

Tighten the hanger bracket screws and make sure the outlet box is secured.

Your wire connectors may be rattling against the fan’s canopy.

Make sure you have a cUL/UL approved outlet box and it is installed correctly.

My Fan is Wobbling

1. Tighten the setscrews in the downrod.

2. Tighten the hanger bracket screws to the outlet box.

3. Make sure the fan blades are properly aligned and securely fastened to the motor housing assembly/blade arms.
4. Make sure the gaps between the blades are evenly distributed.

5. Make sure you are using an approved cUL/UL listed outlet box and it is installed correctly

WAC Fans™ warrants any of its outdoor rated ceiling fan products
that they are to be free from defects in material and workmanship for a period of one (1)
year from the date of purchase; outdoor painted finishes are warranted for two (2) years;
LED light modules and electronic components are warranted for five (5) years;

motors and stainless steel finishes are warranted for lifetime under normal use to the
first non-dealer purchaser.

Although WAC uses the best available materials and does extensive testing for finish
endurance, some fading or chalking may occur and is considered normal. For coastal
locations, some corrosion and/or deterioration is considered “normal wear” in this
environment. Therefore, any finish claim due to coastal environment conditions is not
applicable to our warranty.If a product is defective, all efforts will be made to correct
the problem in the field. If the problem cannot be resolved, an RGA number will be
issued. WAC obligation is expressly limited to repair or replacement, without charge, at
the WAC factory after prior written return authorization has been granted.
