REMODEL INSTALLATION
1. Atthe point of installation, cut a @3%s" round hole for a round trim or a square trim (See FIG. 1).

2. Ceiling thickness rangeis 2"to 1"

3. Take out fixture from packaging box. Remove trim and Jbox assembly from mounting frame kit. Use trim and Jbox assembly as remodel
fixture, and throw away mounting frame kit (See FIG. 2).

4. Pull building supply wires through ceiling cutout and open fixture junction box door.
Remove desired housing knockout and feed building wires into housing using appropriate connector.

5. Connect fixture wires to building wires (See FIG. 3):
Connect each supply wire with appropriate junction box wire connector. This fixture features electronic low voltage (ELV) or TRIAC or 0-10V
dimming capabilities.

To utilize ELV or TRIAC, wire black (line hot), white (line neutral) and green (ground) in accordance to dimmer specifications.

To utilize 0-10V dimming, wire purple (dim+), gray (dim-), black (line hot), white (line neutral) and green (ground) in accordance to dimmer
specifications.

When not using a dimmer, connect black fixture wire to hot, white fixture wire to neutral and green fixture wire to ground. Leave all other
wires capped individually.

6. Place all wiring and connectors back in junction box and replace the junction box’s cover.
7. Guide junction box through the cut hole and secure appropriately (See FIG. 4).

8. Fold trim assembly mounting springs inward and insert trim assembly into ceiling cutout. Be sure once installed, trim assembly is flush and
secure (See FIG. 5 &6).

NEW CONSTRUCTION INSTALLATION

1. Install mounting frame using two hanger bars (24%2" max). Bars are notched on the ends to fit over “T" bars in suspended ceilings
(See FIG. 8A).

2. Hanger bars include a captive mounting “screw-nail” for ease of installation (See FIG. 7).
Align the bottom of the hanger bar with the bottom of the wood joist. Secure the “screw-nail” on each end by screwdriver (See FIG. 8B),
or by hammer (See FIG. 8C).

3. Slide fixture along bar hangers into desired location. Use locking screws to secure (See FIG. 8D).

4. To shorten hanger bars to fitin a 12" joist, snap off one section of the hanger bars (See FIG. 9).

5. Cuta 3%s"diameter hole in the ceiling at the point of installation and install ceiling (See FIG. 1).

6.  Pull building supply wires through ceiling cutout and open fixture junction box door.
Remove desired housing knockout and feed building wires into housing using appropriate connector.

7. Connect fixture wires to building wires (See FIG. 10):
Connect each supply wire with appropriate junction box connector. This fixture
features electronic low voltage (ELV) or TRIAC or 0-10V dimming capabilities.

When not using a dimmer, connect black fixture wire to hot, white fixture
wire to neutral and green fixture wire to ground. Leave all other wires capped
individually.

8. Place all wiring and connectors back in junction box and replace the junction
box's cover.

9.  Guide junction box through the ceiling opening and secure appropriately.

10. Fold trim assembly mounting springs inward and insert trim assembly into ceiling cutout. Be sure once installed, trim assembly is flush and
secure (See FIG. 5 & 6).
