#4-40 SCREW

POWER LINE WIRES

Remove the #4-40 screws on canopy sides to remove the
surface dome cover from the backplate.

Connect the green transformer wire to a suitable ground
in accordance with local electrical codes.

Connect the white transformer wire to the neutral power
line wire with a wire nut.

Connect the black transformer wire to the hot power line
wire with a wire nut.

Place all wires and wire nut connections into the
electrical box.

Mount the backplate to the electrical box with the two
#8-32 round head screws.

Replace the dome cover onto the backplate. Replace and
tighten the two #4-40 screws.
